When to arrive for worship
Parking is designed to assure that everyone can see the altar unobstructed
3:00 Service 
2:30 – 2:45 – Large vehicles including trucks, SUVs and crossovers
2:45 – 2:55 – Small vehicles
4:30 Service – Please do not arrive prior to 4:05 p.m. 
4:05 – 4:15 - Large vehicles including trucks, SUVs and crossovers
4:15 – 4:30 – Small vehicles 

Parking Instructions
Large Vehicles - Pease enter through the West Entrance, the one farthest away from the church. Look for volunteers in red Santa hats, who will direct you to your parking spot. 
If you arrive after 2:45 for the early service or 4:15 for the second service, you will be asked to wait at south end of the parking area (near the Garden of Eatin’ and the playground). After the small vehicles are parked you will be directed to a spot.  
Small Vehicles - Please enter through the West Entrance, the one farthest away from the church. Look for volunteers in red Santa hats, who will direct you to your parking spot. 

During Worship
Questions – Volunteers wearing Santa Hats will help if you need anything before and during the service.
Stay in your vehicle - Please remain inside your vehicle while on campus.
Safety - COVID-19 protocols will be followed, and PPE will be required (masks and hand wipes will be available as needed). 
Worship materials – Elements of Communion, Order of Service, readings and hymns will be provided in a gift bag along with some treats for the kids. 
Offertory - The offering will be collected using pool nets for safety.
Restroom - If anyone in your party needs to use the restroom during the service please see a Volunteer.  

Exiting
Please depart from the church using the East Driveway, the one closest to the church. Volunteers will guide you at the appropriate time based on your parking location.
Turn right onto Thunderhill Place then right onto Ray Road.  Please do not turn left onto Thunderhill Place or Ray Road.
