The Center prefers these be a single serving, and a
suggestion would be to purchase single serving containers
in bulk at Costco, etc. The Center will pack the food in
bags. Two weeks ago, the Center indicating they were
distributing approximately 150 Weekend Food Bags every
Friday.

Through September, Esperanza has donated a total of
1224 pounds of food to the Center. Our food donation goal
for 2024 is 1,250 pounds.
